Howev-
er, please always refer to the booking confirma-
tion for final details of check-in procedure.
Students wishing to change their homestay 
accommodation must give 14 days’ notice or pay 
up to 14 days in lieu. For the USA there will also 
be a charge of one week’s accommodation fees 
for any cancellation or postponement notified 
less than 14 days before the start of the course.
Students requesting twin room accommodation 
and travelling without a companion may be 
required to book single room accommodation 
instead of twin room accommodation, should 
this not be available.
Where there is a special dietary requirement or 
other important requests, Oxford International 
English must be advised in writing as soon as 
possible.

Deposit and Damage of Property
